The approach 
Ecoparadigm designed a unique DTS treatment system with the capacity for treating 850 
KLD. Each DTS unit comprised of settlers, a series of fluidized bed reactors (FBR), and fixed 
film reactors (FFR). These high rate anaerobic reactors formed the first part of the DTS 
cascade. A Tertiary treatment was used for polishing. 



The result 
The project resulted in improved treatment of the hospital wastewater and safe reuse of the 
treated water for flushing and gardening.
